Breaking the Code 

Good behaviour is rewarded!

What happens when you break the code?

1. Leaders will give verbal warnings and may stop beavers, cubs or scouts from taking part in activities.

2. Leaders may exclude beavers, cubs or scouts from buying tuck.

3. When the code is consistently broken or where there is a serious breach of the code the section leader or Group scout Leader will issue a written warning. 

4. In the event that there is no improvement in behaviour the Group Scout Leader will write a letter to the parents/guardians and offer the opportunity to have a meeting to discuss their child’s behaviour.

5. Where there is no improvement and only in the last resort the child will be excluded from the Group
