Despite the fact that we are confident that we will come back proud of our scouts we believe that it is sensible to ask you to have a final “pep  talk” with your son. We do not want to leave anything to chance.

We would like to ask you to discuss behaviour at camp with your child. The leaders are expecting best behaviour from your son whilst he is in our care. We want your son to have a brilliant time at camp and the leaders have worked hard and will continue to do so to ensure this is the case. However, we feel that bad behaviour could spoil it for him and the rest of the troop. 

There are a several transfers during our journeys to and from Kandersteg; in very busy environments (Euston Station, Ferry Terminal). In addition, we will be camping on a site with thousands of others and participating in a range of outdoor activities. Therefore, we ask that your son is told to listen to the leaders and be aware of what is going on at all times. In turn we will listen to them and any issues they may wish to raise. We would also like to remind you of our anti-bullying policy, which is available on our website. In essence bullying is completely unacceptable.

We believe that it is important that the consequences of bad behavior are known and understood by everyone. Instead, we hope we will be rewarding our scouts for good behavior. 

1st Warning – Told to behave

2nd Warning – Forfeit (something like washing up/no tuck/cleaning camp/etc)

3rd Warning – Explained the risk of being sent home along with forfeit. Poor behavior may be reported to parents when we return home.
4th Warning – Parents are informed directly or via the home contact. They will also be excluded from an activity

5th Warning – Sent home

Remember during the time at camp your son is not only representing himself and the troop, but the country as well. We want other scout groups to be impressed by the behavior, hospitality and skills of our scouts.

The 138th has a brilliant reputation abroad, and we believe that the behaviour of the guys will be superb.
