Planning is underway for an International Summer Camp in 2011, which will take place in Kandersteg, Switzerland and it will be open to all scouts, explorers and network members. 

The camp involves a one and a half week break where we travel to London and then onto Kandersteg in Switzerland. At this stage the plan is to travel down to via coach London and camp for a few days. Then we will be getting a coach to Kanderteg for the remainder. We will also be returning by coach. 
Kandersteg International Scout Centre was opened in 1923 and has over 10,000 guests each year from around 40 countries for all over the world. There are a vast range of activities including: hiking, pioneering, zip wire, abseiling and for the older scouts/explorers ice climbing. More information about the scout centre can be found online: http://www.kisc.ch . I have been involved in several multinational camps in England, Sweden and Finland; which are unforgettable experiences. 
The proposed dates for this camp are between 12th – 24th July 2011 however these dates are subject to final confirmation and may move by a few days either way.

Until the number of participants has been finalised, it is difficult to accurately gauge costs, however preliminary enquiries suggest that the likely cost of the trip will be approximately £750. It is intended that fund-raising would allow us to significantly reduce the cost of the trip to £550, or less. 
It is worth noting that there will be a limit to the number of participants and spaces will be allocated in a first come, first served basis. 

Those wishing to take part will soon be able set up a standing order, such that monthly payments towards the trip may be made.  Any contributions would, until a defined date, be returnable.  Details of these financial milestones will be clarified within the next few weeks.
To participate in the camp, Scouts must be aged at least 10½ and it is strongly recommended that any Scout wishing to participate in the Camp should already have successfully completed at least one summer camp.  Any interested parties not falling into this category should discuss the matter with me. 

More information regarding likely costs, standing order payments, intended method of travel and fund-raising efforts will be made available in the coming weeks.  In the meantime should you have any queries regarding the Camp, please do not hesitate to contact myself on the above number.
